If you are registered to operate in all 48 states, you will be receiving 
an annual tax report from Kansas.  DO NOT IGNORE IT!  Even if you 
did not go to Kansas during 2010, this report must be filed!  Failure to 
file will result in additional penalties, fines and assessments. If taxes 

are due, expect your 1st bill in December. The 1st half of the taxes will 
be due December 20, 2011 and the 2nd half of the tax payment will 
be due May 2012.  If you need our assistance, please call – or simply 

fax the tax return to our office and we will take it from there! 

Tax Tips - Receipts! 
 

DID YOU KNOW . . . keeping ALL your 
receipts saves you money? Now that we 

prepare our clients income taxes, we see how 
many expenses are overlooked because 

receipts are not maintained and accounted 
for.  That means you miss out on legitimate 

deductions that reduce your tax bill.  Be sure 
you get receipts for ALL your business 

expenses (fuel, taxes, permits, insurance, 
truck payments, truck washes, scales etc., 
etc., etc.!) and turn them in when you are 

preparing your income taxes. Then KEEP your 
receipts so that if you are audited you can 

prove the expenses to auditors.

Apr 5th – March Trip Logs received by today 
earn a $5 discount on next months billing! 
 
Apr 10th – All Trip Logs for January, 
February, & March due!  The IFTA tax return 
for 1st Quarter is due April 30th 2011. 
 
Apr 15th – Income taxes are due!! 
 
Apr 30th – IFTA Quarterly Reports due!! 
 
May 15th – Kansas Annual Carrier Reports 
due.

Below are a few useful tips that will protect you in the 
event you are chosen for an audit. 

 
 

 
 
 
 

KEEP YOUR TRIP RECORDS FOR 4 YEARS!! 
 

Fill in your odometer & destination 
(i.e. pick up and drop off location) 
so that we know where you started, 
how far you go into a state and 
where you turn around. 

FUEL purchases must be listed and 
included date, state of purchase, 
invoice # and total gallons. Keep 
your fuel receipts for 4 years in 
case your audited. They are proof 
that you paid taxes and have earned 
credits 

Always note the end location of 
your trip and the odometer reading. 
That way we can verify all miles are 
accounted for correctly. 

If you are driving through a state- put the major highway you are 
traveling on. If you are dropping off or picking up loads, name the 
cities you stop or turn around in.
